
Welcome to Barchart for Excel. 
The interactive version of this 
tutorial requires you to click the 
highlighted boxes that will appear 
on each screen.  Or you can click 
the control arrows on the right to 
advance or go back.

You will first need to register for a 
free trial.  Click here if you have 
not yet registered.

To get started, please download 
the add-in from the email 
confirmation sent to you, or go to 
barchart.com/excel, and Click the 
Resources menu.

The Barchart for Excel site 
contains a link to download the 
setup file. Click Here. 
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Click Download.  The file will 
download to your PC.  Open and 
install the add-in which will 
automatically add Barchart to 
Excel.

If you are a Mac user, you will have 
to run Excel on a Windows virtual 
machine such as Parallels or 
Virtualbox.

Next open Microsoft Excel and 
click the Barchart menu at the top.  
If the Barchart menu does not 
appear, please ensure you have 
installed the add-in.

Let's login to Barchart for Excel.  
Click Account.
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Click Log in.
7

Click Log In to connect your 
Barchart.com account to Excel, 
which allows your Watchlists, 
Portfolios and Custom Views to 
be synced from Barchart.com.

Enter your Barchart.com account 
email and password. Click Log In.
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Return to Excel.  In a second or 
two you will see the green 
"Connected" icon which 
connects you to Barchart data.  
Let's now stream data into Excel. 
Click Quote.

Type a symbol in the Search Box 
such as IBM. 

11

Doubleclick IBM that appears in 
the results.
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IBM has now been selected.  
Additional symbols may also be 
added.  At the bottom of the 
window you will see the available 
fields which can be inserted.  
These can be edited and 
reordered.  Click Insert.

To change the quote query, click 
cell A1.  This is an anchor cell for 
the Quotes function which 
allows you to edit the applicable 
quote table using the quotes 
interface.  You can also edit the 
table directly.

Click Quote.
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Let's add more symbols to your 
Excel table.  You can type two 
symbols or more, separated by 
commas, such as MSFT comma 
GE, in the Search Box.

Doubleclick MSFT comma GE.

Click Edit Fields.
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Click the checkbox to add Name 
as a field.

Click Insert.

Let's add some more Barchart 
data from the Lists section, 
which contain many of 
Barchart.com's most popular 
pages.  Click Stocks.
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Click Today's Top Stocks.

Click Insert.

Let's sort this List.  Highlight the 
data table you inserted and click 
the Data menu.
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Click Sort.
25

Select the column you wish to 
Sort by.

Click PercentChange.
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You can also select the Order for 
your table.

Click Largest to Smallest.
29

Click OK.
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That's it for now.  Go ahead and 
add more data to Barchart for 
Excel!
